Don’t fall victim to power
outage scams. When
widespread outages occur,
scammers may target
affected utility customers.
They can contact you via

call, text or email, urging you
to act quickly and provide
personal information to
restore service. Always
communicate with your utility
through official channels,
such as their website, mobile
app or phone number listed
on your bill. Your safety and
personal information are
worth taking a moment to
pause and verify unknown
senders.

As you take steps to keep everyone safe, don't forget about
potential electrical hazards. Reep these safety tips in mind.

TRAIN OTHERS

Train anyone working on your farm, including
family members and seasonal workers, about
electrical hazards.

SAFETY FIRST

Have daily meetings to review the day’s work.
Know and review where the power lines are,
the clearance required and the proper position
of extensions as they are transported.

WAIT TO UNFOLD

Remind workers to fold or unfold extensions
well into the field, not close to the field’s edge
where power lines are typically located.
